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For Fiscal Year 2009, State Appropriation operating revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $211.8 million, $112.4 million, and $20.6 million respectively, an overall increase of 42% from Fiscal Year 2003.  Main Campus increased overall by 39% due to the growth in I&G Formula Funding and Special Projects but especially Special Projects, which grew by 82%.  State Appropriations-Operating revenues for FY09 are legislative appropriations from both House Bill 2 and Senate Bill 165.  These are General Fund and Tobacco Settlement Fund Appropriations.  These revenues are used to fund Instruction and General (I&G) programs, Athletics, Instruction and General, Student Social and Cultural, Research, and Public Service Special Projects, Independent Operations, Scholarships, Building Renewal projects, and Equipment Renewal.  For Main Campus, with the exception of the Special Project appropriations, revenues are generated from the higher education funding formula.  These formula revenues, excluding Extended Services, are collected into an I&G Pooled Revenue index and allocated out.

For Main Campus, the revenue breakout is:

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For Fiscal Year 2009, Grant and Contract revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $154.9 million, $114.7 million, and $6.6 million respectively, an overall increase of 43% from Fiscal Year 2003.  Main Campus increased by 47% due to growth in Research Sponsored Projects and Student Aid Lottery Scholarships.  Lottery Scholarship actual revenues increased by 87% from FY 2003 to FY 2007.  The revenues for Grants and Contracts are primarily restricted sponsored projects and are funded by federal, state, and local agencies limited for specific purposes.  Sponsored projects are research, instruction, public service, or other projects involving funds, materials, or other compensation from an outside source under an agreement (Source: UNM Financial Services-Contract and Grants website.)  Also, Federal Appropriations and Federal/State Grants and Contracts revenues fund Pell Grant, Workstudy, Scholarship, Fellowship, Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant, and Other Student Aid programs.  As a note, a Student Aid Administrative Cost Allowance of $250,000 is currently funding the administration of Student Aid program.  This money is collected into an I&G Pooled Revenues index and allocated out. 
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Local Government Appropriation revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $13.1million, $83.1 million, and $5.5 million respectively, an overall increase of 51% from Fiscal Year 2003.  However, Main Campus revenues, funding capital projects, decreased by 4%.  Local Government Appropriations are generally Local Bond, County Bond or Tax Subsidy revenues allocated for operations or capital projects.
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Tuition and Fee revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $118.3 million, $5.5 million, and $7.1 million respectively, an overall increase of 67% from Fiscal Year 2003.  Main Campus increased by 68% and can be attributed to the increase in tuition and fees, mandatory student fees for Student Social and Cultural, Auxiliary Services, Athletics, Information Technology (IT), and Facilities.  Tuition and Fee rates are approved by the Board of Regents and the revenues are used to fund Instruction and General programs, student services, student activities and debt service commitments.  Most tuition and fee revenues go into the I&G Pooled Revenue indices.  Those revenues that do not go into the I&G Revenue Pool are dedicated for specific purposes. 
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Sales and Services revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $96 million, $685.9 million, and $3 million respectively, an overall increase of 90% from Fiscal Year 2003, which is due to the large growth in clinical and patient revenues at the Health Sciences Center and UNM Hospitals.  Main Campus increased by 39% and can be attributed to Auxiliary and Athletic Operations. These revenues are collected from external sources and are directly attributable to the services provided by the organization.  In turn, the monies collected fund the organizations providing the services.
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Private revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branch Campuses are budgeted at $37.4 million, $27.9 million, and $310, 000 respectively, an overall increase of 15% from Fiscal Year 2003.  Main Campus increased slightly by 4%.  These revenues are gifts and contact and grants from private sources as well as unrestricted non-endowed revenues that fund scholarships, sponsored programs and department programs including Athletics.
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Other revenues for Main Campus, Health Sciences Center and Branches are budgeted at $127 million, $73.8 million, and -$700,000 respectively, an overall increase of 36% from Fiscal Year 2003.  The negative revenues for Branches are primarily transfers to Plant.  Main Campus increased by 51% which is largely due to the increased funding from General Obligation Bonds.  These revenues come from a variety of sources and are comprised of Facilities and Administrative Cost Recovery, Land and Permanent Funds, State Bonds, Interest Income, Endowments, transfers, and other miscellaneous revenues.  They fund a variety of programs including:  Research, I&G Formula Pooled Revenue Allocations, Building Renewal, and Capital Projects.
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For Fiscal Year 2009, Use of Balance for Main Campus, HSC and Branches are budgeted at $130.4 million, -$3.2 million and $700,000 respectively.  The large increase compared to Fiscal Year 2003 is due the increased spending of 2007 Institutional Bonds for capital projects.  Balance forwards are net revenues or expenses carried forward from previous years.   A positive use of balance is a carry forward (net revenue) that is committed for current year expenditures.   However, a negative use of balance is a balance savings where carry forward balances are replenished.


Throughout this narrative, references were made to Instruction and General Pooled Revenue Allocations.  Revenues supporting Main Campus Instruction and General come from many sources so the University made a decision to pool these resources and allocate them out to Vice President Units and I&G Support.  Then, the Vice President Units allocate these resources to their own departments.  As mentioned previously, a portion of State Appropriation-Operating and Other Revenues, which support Scholarships, Building Renewal projects, and Equipment Renewal, are allocated for these specific purposes. Below is a summary of these pooled revenues and how they were distributed.
